Camp SLS provides a fun and safe environment for all involved! The following behavioral 
guidelines are given so that both the LIT’s and parents are aware of our expectations.  Once 
read, please sign the bottom of this form indicating that you agree to abide by this Code of 
Conduct.

1.  Show respect for the adult counselors and all campers.  This includes but is not limited to: 
a.  Being on time and wearing your Camp SLS T-shirt with appropriate shorts/pants. 
b. Wearing appropriate swimwear for all water-related activities.  For females:  One piece, 

tankini or 2-piece with a T-shirt covering the bathing suit. 
c. Being respectful in speech and actions. 

 
2.  Respect the school and church property.  This includes but is not limited to: 

a.  Eating and drinking at designated times and designated areas only. 
b. Keeping out of areas of the school and church not designated for Camp SLS.  Staying 

with designated campers and counselors. 
c. Keeping ALL electronic equipment at home (cell phones, pagers, etc.).  If you are 

required to have a cell phone for emergency purposes, it must be kept in the camp 
office for your entire shift.

a.  Having a positive attitude! 
b. Bringing your enthusiasm and energy! 
c. Participate in camp activities and help campers with games, projects, etc. 

Any behavioral problems with LIT’s will be dealt with in the following manner: Discussion with 
adult counselor (supervisor), followed by a warning.  Any further infractions will result in 
automatic dismissal from the LIT volunteer program.
